Aloha Hawai„i Teachers, Parents and Students in Transition, 
 

VSA Hawai„i, in partnership with the University of Hawaii 

College of Education and others, is offering career 

preparation, during school hours, in creative and cultural 

industries for youth in transition in Hawaii high schools. 
 

 “Hawaii Arts@Work” (HAW) — a fine arts and cultural 

crafts apprenticeship training program aims to match high 

school students with master artists to advance professional 

career placement prep and occupational skills training. 
 

HAW allows students to earn college credit. It is a high-

level museum education and professional studio training 

projected aligned with the Hawaii Department of 

Education and UH Center for Career and Technical 

Education. UH College of Education and other master‟s 

level faculty are among the teaching staff. 
 

HAW aims to serve in-school youth (10th grade to one-year 

out of high school) with and without disabilities on Oahu.  

 

Over the course of the studio/museum 10-week period 

working under the tutelage of master artists, apprentices 

will show increased levels of appreciation, knowledge and 

understanding and skills in visual arts creation and 

commercial production, based on the application of 

national arts education standards.

Students in transition (juniors, graduating seniors, 

and recent high-school graduates, ages 16-22) 

on Oahu, with an expressed interest in arts and 

cultural  craft-making.

Apprentices in training wil l  receive 10 weeks of 

careers in the arts preparation instruction from 

community-based master teaching artists at 

private and publ ic museums. Successful  

completion of the studio and museum education 

segment is required to qual ify for a community 

apprenticeship.  

The apprentices wil l  include students with and 

without disabil i ties, so as to meet VSA arts larger 

vis ion of VSA founder and I reland Ambassador 

Jean Kennedy Smith “to create a society where 

all people with disabil ities learn through, 

participate in and enjoy the arts.” VSA Hawai„i 

has long embraced inclusion as a critical value 

to cul tural  expression of al l  kinds, including visual 

arts.

The original essay/ statement of purpose (minimum 200 words/maximum 800 words video, 
audio or written) is required. You are asked to address the following: Why is art important in 
my daily life and for those around me? Describe your idea of an apprenticeship. Discuss who 
has most influenced your creative process and how. 
 
2. All Applicants will be notified by email or telephone. 
 
3. A 30-minute interview will be assigned based on the order applications are received. 
Interviews are Saturday-Sunday, SPRING February 5 & 6 (1—6 p.m.)  SUMMER  April 9 & 10, 
(1—6 p.m.). 
 
4. Applicants invited to the “Interviews” shall bring recent samples of their work. Theatre Arts 
applications shall be prepared to demonstration their creative or cultural craft. 
 
5. Successful applicants are required to participate in HAW Orientation, Feb. 13, at the 
Linekona Center. Please be on time. Parents and teachers are invited to everything except the 
Applicant Interviews, which will be videotaped. 
 
6. Applicants who need accessibility accommodation must request at least 2 days in advance. 
 
7. An optional letter of recommendation by a teacher or parent may be submitted but is not 
required.
